Resources:

In 2010 the foundation received operational aid (Ministry of Foreign Affairs – end of the year operational tender). The funds granted by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs peaked at 500 000 HUF. Anonymous donation to the foundation rounded 350.000 HUF to take over the costs of  the organization of „Pallas foreign and domestic security event”.

Elaboration of new activities (studies)& concluding ongoing projects

NGOs for the European security – conference and publication.
This is the third phase of the project started on the 2 November 2008 „NGOs for the European Security”. It’s objective is to establish expanding personal networks between crisis management and European security related Hungarian and International NGOs and provide them with an information center based on CSDS coordination and domain. Support of the Hungarian EU presidency by the means of „public diplomacy”. Exchange of methodological experience, and  spreading „good practice”.  
The program won the tender of the NCA International College, under the leadership of dr. Anna Koós and Balogh Béla. The program was launched fall 2010 and finalized in March 2011. Since 2009 the number of the participants has constantly

grown, 27 organizations took part.

Resources,Revenues and Expenses:

The foundation minimized it’s cost and maintained it’s safe functioning throughout the year 2010. Rental was not paid. 

Financing of the programs covered the personal costs, amongst operational expenses financial services were paid out of the FM operational aid.

The domestic security club and the debate about the frame strategy of Rom integration was covered by anonymous donation. 

Tender operations
Operational aid: In the year 2010 the foundation received operational aid at the end of the year by the Foreign Ministry’s call. Signing of the contract in February 2011.

Project support: 2 100 000 HUF was assigned to the „NGOs for the European Security” tender by the International College of the NCA, instead of the requested 2 700 000HUF. Due to the above mentioned reason the duration of the conference was shortened. 

Coordinator of the bureau and project director: 1 person,  ad hoc engagement agreement , his wages were covered by the project budgets, as we done it last year.

Voluntaries at the foundation – 5-10 persons per project – carried out an average of 50 hours per person of voluntary contribution.
